What is the river called? Which is the tallest building? If you have been to London you could talk about the things you have seen and visited. 


	Telling the time
Make the famous London clock tower (now called the Elizabeth Tower, which houses Big Ben), out of Lego, cardboard boxes or other construction materials. Make a clock face with moving hands. Learn to tell o’clock and half past times. 


	Paint

Mix red, yellow and white paint. Practise making different shades. Create a fire picture or a night sky filled with fireworks.

Draw a picture or colour as you listen to it. 
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	Learn a poem
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Find a poem about autumn. Copy it neatly. Draw some autumn illustrations. Practise saying it so that you can perform it to the class.

Double your number
